Pakistanis have increased their presence in Sd.

Lanka especially after the Indian air-dropping of
food supplies in Jatina 4 June, informed sources
said here Friday. - 83

The increasing presence of Pakistanis. which was
causing concern to India, was besides the Israslis
who have been very active since 1979. The pre-
sence of men of the Israeli Agency Shinbet which
was mainly responsible for extensive damage of the
Israeli occupied Arab lands was becoming more
pronounced.

Israelis and Pakistanis had also besn seen flying
Italian made Siamarchi aircraft in the Jaftna penin-
Sula during last month's military offensive, the
sources said. ’

South Africa had also increased its presence in

Sri Lanka with supplies of sophisticated arms and
ammunition. .

All these aspscts, the sources said. had brought a
new dimension to the Tamils problem in Sri Lanka
which was viewed by India as “very serious”.

. .India was of the view that a solution to the ethnic
issue could be found only through negotiations. the
sources said. Though Sri Lankan armed forces had
expressed confidence of wiping out Tamil militants
in the peninsuia within 36 hours If they wanted, India
believed that there couid never be g military solutton

o9 the fssve,

India was of the view that any further move for
negotiations between the Sri Lankan Government
and Tamil groups depended entirely on them. But
the time appeared to be ripe no for negotiation as
the Sri Lankan Government and militants had been
weakened after last month’s offensive. the sources
said. The ball was, howsever, on Sri Lanka’'s court to
Initiate negotiations for which restoration of normality
was a prerequisite. This cailed for ending the
military operations.

In this context, the sources said. the Indian relief
mission was aimed at bringing about normality in
the island republic which would pave ths way for
negotiations.

The sources said the 19 December proposals
weré conisdered by India as "good" as a starting
point for frash negotiations. These prcposals envis-
aged linkage between Northern and Eastern Pro-
vinces in the first stage which cou'd be further
improved in the second stage later cn.

The recent military operations in the Vadamarachi
area of Sri Lanka's northern. Jaffna peninsula ‘has
been handled in such a manner that the severity of
its impact and the human cost of its execwtion—both
in terms of l0ss of lives and dispiacement of people
has never been known cutside, not even at the
raticna!l level. The operaticns on unarmed curtains
were ruthlessly carried out. -

This charge has been levelled by human rights
activists and reliet workers quoting eye-wilness
accounts

They caid while rc exact number of people killed
in the ¢cperatiors was available, according to rough

' estimates about 650 people had died in the Vada-

marachi operation and 50 more in the Achchuveli
operation that followed A considerably targer num-
ber had been injured and about 4.000 yquths in the
age group of 15 and 35 arrested. and tak\eg to the
Bocsa Army Carnp in the South for questioning. No
flist of the arrested was available.

The security oporations constituted the climatic
point of the fuel embrroo poicy of the Sri Lankan
government. The consequent restriction on the
inflow of food. medicines and other items to the
perinsula by the tiine the cperation was started 26
May had reduced the poorer’ sections of the
community to starvation levels. Gesides the health
situation deteriorated foliowing disruption in the
working of all hospitals including Jafina hospital.
which were catering to the needs of the entire north
Intimation after attack :

When the announcement about the imposition of
the curfew came over the national media at noon,
the cperations had already been on for over &ix
hours with continuous and uninterrupted bombing
The ‘eaflets announcing the two-hour "grace” for
peop'e to rush to specified places of safety was
drerped long after Jatfna and Valvettithurai had
been subjected to heavy bombardment, they said.

Giving details of the operations. the human rights
activists and relef workers said that the initial
bormbardment was followed by the moving in of the
Army by land wnich culminated in establishing mini
camps at strategic points, thus sealing off Vadamar-
achi from the rest of the peninsula. The actual
operations consisted of throwing tar barrel bombs
from awplanes. aerial bombing, helicopter strafing
ard cannon sheiling by advancing troops along with
the sheiling frcm the camps

The dreaded tgr barrel bombs were oil drums of
45 to 75 gallon capacity filled with tar and cut rubber
pieces. The homb were rolled down from slow-flying
Avro p'anes and as it touched the ground the drum
expcded, catching fire and spraying the petroleumn
preduct on objects close by. The cut rubber stuck
on and burnt causing heavy damages to animal and
human life

The aclivists said tho worst hit I Vadamarachi
was the area frem Kambarmalai to Nelliady, along
the Udupiddy-Narivdil Road and Valvettithurai to
Pont Pedro along the coastal road.
Temples were targets ’

The bombing had been “arbitrary and indiscrimin-
ate’. despite c'ams by the government that they
were drrecled against building s occupied by the
militarts. They said a number of temples too were
damaged and these included the Muthumariamman
Terrp'e at Aivai where about 37 persons died in the
shetng. the Muruga temple at Nelliady, where two
persons were killed, and the Jaffna Sivan Temple

They said most of the deaths had been due to
sheiing and linrg by the advancing troops

They specifically mentioned Valvettithurai. Udu-
piddy and the two hamlets of Kottavaitai and
Sanka'awatti where people who had roturred after
the cperations had found several bodies scattered
in tha compounds of houses. The bodies were later
burnt in the house compounds. ’
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Bunkers as traps

They also said that many old. and infirm people
who could not join the flering people had died and
in Valvettithurai area alone haif of the 65 years
population was no more

In most cases the bunkers dug for emergency
shelter in many of the hnuses turned out to be death
traps . especially when the bunkers were not well
constructed In some places when the entry and exit

" points were covered with sand thrown up due to
bombing the bunkers became graves, especially if
those inside were old and infirm.

The advancing troops were particularly harsh on
lhose who bad built bunkers At Vallalai, twelva
persons who werg mside a bunker were pulled out
and shot dead they alleged.

They said many people were left starving during
the ten day-long operation Finally, 7 and 8 June the
army fnrced cpen most of the mulli-purpose cocp-
erativa societies and askod the peoplo to help
themselves  Ting dicrupted the food distribution
systerm comnlately. While the more entarprising
manaqed o get enough fnod. the poor and the
needy were ieft hungry
~ They saief a inajor feature of the aflormath of the
operaton was that there had been no refugee
camps, because peop'e feared to stay in large
numbers  They hudd'ed in houses which they
thouaht wouid not attract the attention nf tha army In
Karaveddi and Thunalar an average house would
hava accornodated about 100 porsens at the height
ol the operatinn .

4 brothers shot dead

The Sri Lankan security forces raided a farm at
Anand Puliyankulam in the northern Vavuniya dis-
trict Wednesday and allegadly shot dead four
brothers in front of their father, according to a
complaint lodged with the Vavuniya Citizens Com-
mittee by the iocal people

Committee sources sald the four youths, aged
between 22 and 26 years, were working In their
father's farm, when the security forces arrived on a
search operation under cover of air force helicop-
‘ters.

When the security personnel found out that the
youths belonged to Udupiddy in the Vadamarachi
area of the Jatfna peninsula, scene of the recant
massive military offensive, they were lined up and
shot dead without further questions, the sources
alleged quoting the ccmplaint.

The names of the youths killed were Thataratnam,
Thavakumaran, Vijitharan and Kanthan. The four
youths had fled from their home in Udipiddy
lollowing the recent security operations, they said. .

French medical team
in Jaffna

A French medical relief team flew to S Lankas
northern peninsula Thursday to heip victims of a
recent miitary oftensive agamnst Tamil militants.

A spokesman for the Medicins Sans Frontiers
(MSF) organisation said in Colombo the team
pianned to set up a medical centre at Point Peoro.

Government officials said this is the first foreign
medical team allowed to visit the peninsula after
secunty forces recaptdred the north-east Vadamar-
achi area from rebei control three weeks ago.

“We got clearance from the military and Heaith
Ministry this week and hope to spend about one to
two months caring for people injured during recent
secunty operations”, the team’s leader Alain Rouvil-
lois told Reuters.

Rouvillors said Point Pedro, the worst atfected
area in Vadamarachi, urgently needed med:cai
facilites and his team hoped to treat many pecpie _ .
there.

The Goverment invited non-governmental orga-
nisations, local and foreign, to help in food distriou-
tion and other relief work in the peninsula atier,
cnticism, particularly by India, that many civiians
had been killed ana more were starving.
