days of fighting since the begening of the major
Saturday last,

offensive on
fifty military personnel have been killed, four
armoured vehicles are destroyed and a helicoptor was damaged and

grounded. On our side we have lost eight guerrilla fighters.

Having caught up in an intense fighting with the Tiger guerrillas
a military unit of hundereds of Sri Lankan soldiers supported by
tanks and armoured cars withdrew to the barracks at Elephant Pass
to-day. This military unit was halted by the Tigers at Kodikamam
on their way to Jaffna and in the fierce fighting that raged
the last three days two armoured personnel
destroyed and several soldiers were killed.
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Faced with the stiff
resistance, the army withdrew to their barracks.

A large contingent of military personnel who attempted to

the LTTE fighters who used mortars, rockets and RPGs against

the soldiers. After several hours of intense Zighting the troops

finally withdrew to the barracks and opened artillery firing from
the Fort Garrison.

An army convov which was surrounded by our fighters

at Pannai causeway in Jaffna finally
