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THE BIRTH AND GROWTH OF REVOLUTIONARY
ARMED RESISTANCE STRUGGLE IN TAMIL

EELAM.

The history of the revolutionary armed struggle in Tamil
Eelam is-the history of the Liberation Tigers, since it is
our Movement that laid the foundation for an organised
form of armed resistance and carried on a consistent
struggle over years. The history of the Tigers' armed
struggle extends to a period of ten years, a history
chartered with heroic struggle, with legends of courage,
commitment and supreme sacrifice. Born from revolu-
tionary historical conditions, the Movement, over the
years, has grown — from a clandestine guerrilla group
into a national liberation movement — with the backing
of decisive masses of people. In documenting the "Diary
of Combat' of the Liberation Tigers, we wish to provide
a historical sketch of the birth and growth of the
revolutionary armed struggle in Tamil Eelam.

The history of the freedom struggles of the oppressed
people of the world shows that revolutionary armed
resistance as a mode of political struggle arises when
non-violent, peaceful, constitutional forms of political
agitations are repeatedly repressed, when the oppressor
•hows utter disregard to the spiritual and human values
underlying nan-violent struggles. The Tamil national
independence struggle underwent a similar historical
course.

The Tamil people in Sri Lanka have been pursuing a
peaceful path of political struggle for decades. Following
Gandhiji's principles of 'ahimsa' Tamils launched non-
violent campaigns of satyagraha seeking the restoration
of their basic human rights. For a quarter of a century
they pleaded for a Federal System within a unified state
structure. They made every attempt to co exist with the
Sinhala majority in peace and harmony. Yet their
legitimate and civilised demands found no sympathetic
hearing. Instead of looking into the genuine grievances
of the oppressed Tamil nation, the racist Sinhala regimes
unleashed military violence brutally crushing the satya-
graha campaigns. A savage form of oppression emerged
attacking the very foundations of the ethnic structure of
the Tamil social formation. Wave after wave of racial
violence was let loose on the Tamils which were mainly
state inspired pogroms constituting a genocidal strategy
aimed at the systematic annihilation of life and property
of the Tamil speaking people. Large contingents of
armed forces were poured into Tamil areas and the
Tamil nation was finally brought under military siege
Because of the ever unfolding oppression, of the
continuous military terror, of the constant betrayals by
the Sinhala leadership, the Tamils lost all hopes of a
peaceful negotiated settlement. It was during this specific
historical conjuncture, when the Tamil people were

presented with no alternative other than to defend
themselves against a savage form of genocidal onslaught
that gave rise to the phenomenon of armed resistance.
The armed struggle that emerged in the early seventies
must be viewed as a political phenomenon expressing
the desperate struggle of the Tamil people to resist and
fight back an intolerable genocidal oppression. The
armed resistance of the Tamils is the historical product
of national contradiction that emerged as the primary
contradiction between the two nations. The national
contradiction triggered off the dialectical motion of
repression and resistance.

The revolutionary sphere from which the resistance
movement took birth was the radical Tamil youth. The
determinant element that forced the Tamil youth to
revolutionary resistance was the repressive racist policies
of successive Sinhala regimes that had profound socio-
economic and political effects. Educated young Tamils
were confronted with appalling levels of unemployment
which offered them nothing other than a bleak future of
perpetual despair. The Government's discriminatory
educational programme of 'standardisation' and the racist
'Sinhala Only' policy practically closed the doors to
higher education and employment. Furthermore, the
instruments of State repression, the police and the
military, turned violently against Tamil youth and
subjected them to indiscriminate arrests, barbaric torture
and murder. In otherwords, the Tamil youth became
the selected target of State terrorism and suffered the
worst forms of inhuman brutality.

Plunged into the despair of unemployed existence,
frustrated without the possibility of higher education,
angered by constant police and military brutality, the
radical Tamil youth realised that the redemption to their
plight lay in revolutionary socialist struggle, a struggle
that should pave the way for a radical and fundamental
transformation of their miserable conditions of existence.
The only alternative left to the Tamils under the conditions
of mounting national oppression, the younger generation
rightly perceived, was none other than revolutionary
armed resistance directed towards the goals of national
liberation and social emancipation.

The revolutionary aspirations of the radical Tamil youth,
which manifested in the form of indiscriminate outbursts
of political violence in the early seventies sought concrete
political expression in an organisational structure founded
on a revolutionary political theory and practice. It was
at this specific political conjuncture the Tiger movement
took its historical birth. The Movement was formed by
its present leader and military commander VELUPILLAI
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PRABAKARAN in 1972. At the time of its inauguration
the Movement called itself the Tamil New Tigers and
later on the 5th May 1976 the organisation renamed
itself as the LIBER A TION TIGERS OF TAMIL EEL AM.
From its inception, the Tiger movement took into its
ranks the most resolute, dedicated and zealous young
revolutionaries. Structured as an urban guerrilla organi-
sation, committed to prolonged popular war of national
liberation, the Tigers soon emerged as the armed
resistance movement of the Tamils. As a revolutionary
liberation movement, bound to the revolutionary theory
of scientific socialism, the L.T.T.E. soon established
itself as the armed vanguard of the national struggle.

The emergence of the Tiger movement marked a new
historical epoch in the Tamil national freedom struggle,
extending and advancing the mode of political struggle
to popular armed struggle. Our commitment to armed
struggle as the form of popular mass struggle was
undertaken after a careful and cautious appraisal of the
objective historical conditions specific to our case, with
the fullest comprehension of the concrete situation in
which the Tamil masses were presented with no alterna-
tive other than to resort to revolutionary resistance to
advance their national cause. Guerrilla warfare, the
mode of armed struggle we choose, is the most effective,
viable form of struggle suited to national resistance. We
chartered the path of prolonged guerrilla war since it
was the classic method for the weak and unarmed Tamil
people to resist and fight back the organised military
power of the Sinhala racist State. Our armed struggle
began as a defensive measure against State repression.
As a people who are subjected to savage forms of
oppression, we have the right of armed defence. In the
course of time our armed compaign turned into a
revolutionary offensive since we were forced to contain
the senseless outbursts of State terrorism directed against
the civilian masses. The critics who mistakenly characterise
our guerrilla method of armed strategy as simply a "hit
and run' game should realise that ten years of unyielding,
resolute and consistent armed campaign has been very
effective, resulting in substantial political and military
gains. The guerrilla method has frustrated, exhausted
and demoralised the enemy forces, effected the destabili-
sation of the State and internationalised the Tamil issue.

The dialectical motion of repression and resistance
generates more repression and invites more resistance.
It is a historical pattern in all revolutionary struggles.
The resolution of this contradiction lies in the acceleration
of the process of resistance father than deflating the
situation and waiting for an opportune moment in the
indefinite future. It is precisely our politico-military
objective i,3., gaining the initiative dnd striking at the
enemy, causing confusion and demoralisation-thereby
accelerating the revolutionary crisis.

The political and military significance of our armed
revolutionary campaign can be comprehended in various
stages of its process of development. It should be
understood in its historical context rather than interpret-
ing isolated incidents as 'individual terrorism'. The
early stages of our campaign was directed against the
police intelligence network in the North. The Sri Lankan
state created an intelligence structure manned by Tamil
police officers with the primary objective of crushing
the Tamil resistance movement. This network consisted
not only of the police but also civilian informants and
traitors, paid handsomely by the State for passing
information pertaining to the activities of our movement.
Such an intelligence structure posed a serious threat
particularly to the newly emerging liberation movement
and to the Tamil national cause in general. Therefore,
our early guerrilla operations were projected to disrupt
the State intelligence system in our homeland. There-
fore, our armed campaign involved, at that stage, the
elimination of these agents of the repressive state. In
the course of time, we succeeded in disrupting the
structure of police intelligence, which allowed the
possibility for our cadres to work among the broad masses
and organise guerrilla bases.

The second stage consisted of armed campaigns aimed
to paralyse the Police administrative system in Tamil
Eelam. Guerrilla attacks were directed at the well guarded
police stations which effectively disrupted the police
system that was functioning as a powerful instrument of
State terror. In the third stage, the military became the
target of our guerrilla fighters. Several successful
ambushes and direct engagements with the armed forces
have inflicted heavy casualities on the enemy causing
panic, indiscipline, demoralisation and desertion.

On the political front too, our Movement has been
engaged in the task of organising and politicising the
broad masses. By consistent hard work our political
cadres were able to organise widespread clandestine
cells all over Tamil Eelam and recruited into our ranks,
workers, peasants, students and revolutionary intellectuals.
Living and working among the people, our cadres attend
to the day-to-day problems of our people, sharing their
suffering and mobilising them for the national cause.

The effect of the armed struggle advanced by the L.T.T.E.
on the Sinhala state system and the economic structure
of the island is disastrous. The civil administration of
the Sinhala state in Tamil Eelam is totally paralysed;
political institutions have become defunct; the state
system as a whole is destabilised; a political and social
crisis is fast developing in the Sinhala nation. The
island's economy is in shambles, primarily due to the
cost of repeated racial holocausts. Thus,- the Sinhala
ruling elite and its totalitarian State is seriously challenged
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by our liberation war. The myth of 'terrorism' by which
the Sri Lankan State has attempted to mystify the world,
is being dispelled by the reality of a sustained armed
struggle. Our revolutionary armed struggle has brought
to the international arena the freedom movement of the
Eelam Tamils.

The next stage is set for an intensified armed campaign
along with the conversion of our guerrilla forces into a
revolutionary people's army. This historical stage will
mark the emergence of a popular war of national liberation
in which vast sections of the Tamil masses will participate
in the revolution.
